Metro 
Metro is the main public transportation system for Los Angeles County. It plans and runs 
buses and trains in the area. Metro also offers light rail, bus, and vanpool services to help 
people travel around the county.

Metro Micro 
Metro Micro is a ride service that works like a shared Uber or Lyft. They offer trips within 
several “service zones” in LA County. It is a fast, safe, and low‑cost option for short trips 
around town.

Metrolink 
The Metro offers direct train service to Los Angeles and other southern California 
communities.

Amtrak Train
